Provide a narrative on progress toward meeting the goals outlined above. 

In order to meet our Goals and support growth and continued learning in 9-12, we 
incorporate the following best practices: 

• ELA - After reviewing the Star fall reading scores, those students and subgroups 

in need of intervention were identified.  The students needing intervention are 
enrolled in an ELA Enrichment class for the entire semester to help the student 

with areas of concern.    The students will then test again, in addition to 

supplemental progress monitoring, to show growth or look for additional needs. 

• Math - After reviewing the Star fall math scores, those students and subgroups 
in need of intervention were identified.  The students needing intervention are 

enrolled in a Math Enrichment class for the entire semester.   The students will 
then test again, in addition to supplemental progress monitoring, to show growth 

or look for additional needs. 

• Flex Class - Flex classes are offered 2 days a week during regular school 

hours.  Any student in need of academic assistance is electronically scheduled for 
the specific Flex classes that meets their immediate needs.  This is a significant 

additional opportunity for students to learn more and show growth within the 

regular school day. 

• Data and result analysis – Staff regularly review, analyze, and discuss 

assessment data and student progress so they can identify concerns and 

strategies in order to ensure continued growth and achievement.
